FUnctions

Within the framework of the CEB’s funding operations, the incumbent assists the Funding Director in the following areas: 

· Following up banking contacts and monitoring the different debt markets.

· Designing and monitoring the documentation related to fundings operations.

· Monitoring borrowing programmes and their documentary and legal aspects in liaison with the Office of the General Counsel.

· Carrying out hedging operations stemming from borrowing operations. 

He/she draws up reports on the situation on the major debt markets for the Director of Funding. He/she draws up operational reports on ongoing issues, from a market point of view as well as the legal and documentary aspects.
